3rd Call for Proposals

On Biotechnology applied to human health
Eligibility

The call for proposals published on http://www.newindigo.eu/npp/ is open to public and/or private Research and Technology Development entities in the participating countries.
ATTENTION : In the case of Turkish participation, only research projects are eligible. In the second stage of the call, Turkish researchers should submit their full proposals to NPP Secretariat and TUBITAK simultaneously. 
Funding modalities 

The maximum funding per project is max.150.000 euros to be shared between participating Turkish partners.
The total funding will not exceed 100 % of the eligible costs.

For scientists funded by TÜBİTAK (The Scientific and Technological Research Council of Turkey) 1001 – Research Projects (The Support Programme for Scientific and Technological Research Projects) the funding is limited to personnel costs (scholarships), travel&subsistence, equipment, materials:
Travel& Subsistence:
1 - For national scientists: 
The amount of the allowances varies according to the destination country and the conditions of the personnel, which described in the Travel Expense Law No.6245.

Equipment:
Max. 100.000 TL/3 years
(Proposals for machine/equipment purchases should be balanced with the total budget.)
Consumables:
Reasonable amount balanced with the total budget.
Personnel costs:
Personnel costs include only the scholarships. The scholarships for master/phd students and post-doc researchers are as follows:

If the scholar is not working for a certain fee:
Graduate Student: 1500 TL/month

PhD Student: 1800 TL/month

Post-doc Researcher: 2.250 TL/month

If the scholar is working:
Graduate Student: 400 TL/month

PhD: 500 TL/month

(Total budget for scholarships should not exceed 4,800 TL)
Who can apply?

Applicants to the programme may be from Universities (public and private), R&D Institutes, Public and Private Corporations. 

Project Personnel Requirements
Principal Investigator, Researchers and Advisers

Principal Investigator, Researchers and Advisers: 

· University personnel should have a PhD degree.

· Those working in a public institution or a private corporation should have an undergraduate diploma.

· The Principal Investigator should be the permanent staff of the organization making the project proposal. 

· Except advisers, the principal investigator (PI) and researchers (Co - PI’s) should reside and work in Turkey. (Foreign nationals can be PI/researcher in the projects if they are working in an organization in Turkey.) 

· A researcher should have a contribution of at least 10% of the project workload.

· An adviser is allowed if the project requires special expertise on a specific subject. The number of advisers in a project is limited to the number of specific subjects in the project. The role of adviser in the project should be explained in detail in the project proposal.

 Who Cannot Be A Principal Investigator?
University presidents and vice presidents, deans, academy and institute principles, surgeons general, general secretaries, general managers or state department heads, and members of the executive committee and advisory board of TÜBİTAK groups cannot be the principal investigator if they are working in those positions as of the application date. However, they can be researchers in at most two projects.

Budget
For 2011, the annual budget limit for research projects is 120,000 TL (approx. 50.000 Euros) (scholarship payments are included, payments to the PI, Co-PI’s and institution are excluded).

Projects that involve building infrastructure are not funded.
